Westwood with Iford School & Westwood Nursery 100 Club
TERMS & CONDITIONS

Purpose
1. The full name of the club is the “Westwood with Iford School and Westwood Nursery 100 Club”. Hereafter called ‘The Club’. The Club is registered at Westwood with Iford Primary School, Lower Westwood, Boswell Road, BOA, BA15 2BY.
2. The Club is formed to raise funds for the general purposes of Westwood with Iford School (FoWs reg. charity no: 1034875) and Westwood Nursery (reg. charity no: 1028878). The Club will be run on a not-for- profit basis, with all moneys raised going to the prize fund, the School or the Nursery.
3. Members will be asked to indicate the desired recipient of their subscription, by noting either School or Nursery or both on the entry form. Any subscriptions not indicating a preference will be divided equally between the School and the Nursery.

Membership
4. The competition is restricted to the Club members only and will run in periods of one year commencing in November and ending the following October. The competition will be run providing a minimum of 40 members have enrolled. If there are less than 40 members the competition will not be run that year, and any fees collected will be returned to members.  The normal total Club membership level is 100 people. Thereafter a waiting list will be established. The Club reserves the right to allow membership to a maximum of 200 in any one year.
5. Members can join after November, and subscription payments will be reduced pro rata. However, dependent on the time of joining, and the number of late joiners, the club reserves the right not to increase the prize fund to reflect late joiners, in which case any funds so raised will be split equally between the School and Nursery.
6. The subscription fee is £24 annually. This is to be paid in full when joining. Payment can be made by cash or cheque (made payable to ‘Friends of Westwood with Iford School’). If paying by cheque, cleared payment must be made by 1st November. If joining later in the year the subscription fee will be reduced by £2 per month.
7. Entry into the draws will ONLY be on completion of payment of the subscription by either method.
8. Cancellation of membership is available with prior notice to the 100 Club Co-ordinator, but we request that if possible you allow your membership to lapse at the end of the competition, rather than cancel whilst the competition is running.


Draw Process
9. Each member will be allocated a unique number and this number cannot be changed during the competition. The unique number will be entered into the prize draws, and if selected the member will be awarded the relevant prize.
10. Each draw shall be made on an anonymous and impartial basis using numbered counters randomly selected by a non-member (typically the Headteacher).
11. Draws will be held on the following basis:
	12 x Monthly draws – on or around the 15th of each month
	3 x Mid Termly Bonus draws (Feb, May & Oct)
	2 x Half Yearly Bonus Draws (April & July)
	1 x Annual Christmas draw	
	Additional draws will be added if necessary depending on member numbers.
12. The winner of each draw will be notified by telephone or e-mail.
Prizes and Prize Fund
13. Prizes will be drawn from a prize fund being no less than 50% of the subscription income, subject to any exception arising as a result of later joiners as set out in Clause 5. During the course of the year, all of the prize fund will be distributed as prizes, and if necessary the FoWs 100 Club Co-ordinator will arrange additional bonus draws to achieve that.
14. Prizes will vary according to the number of members subscribing, and will be set at the discretion of the FoWs 100 Club Co-ordinator in consultation with the FoWs chair and the Nursery committee chair. 
As an example only the prize payouts would look like:

4 mid-term bonus draws - 1 prize of £50 each draw
2 half yearly bonus draws - 1 prize of £90 each draw
1 annual Christmas draw - 1 prize of £100



15. Once final member numbers are known, members can apply to the 100 Club Co-ordinator for details of the prizes. They will also be publicised by the FoWs and Nursery Committee.
Administrative details
16. The 100 Club’s accounts will be available for inspection by members on request to the Treasurer of the FoWs. 
17. The management of the Club, the draws and prizes shall be vested in the FoWs to include the Nursery committee chair, whose decision shall be final in any matter requiring adjudication. The aforementioned shall have power to amend or revoke these rules at their absolute discretion.
18. If necessary the competition will be registered under the Gambling Act 2005 as a Small Society Lottery.
